Rough and Tumble Play—Wrestling

Has your child come home and said they are “wrestling” at Preschool? Maybe you have wanted a few more
details. Teachers are beginning to introduce WRESTLING as part of our large motor time. It is always a
choice, there are many other activities for children to participate in. Teachers are always “mat side” AND...
there are rules!

1. Start on your knees, stay on your knees.

2. Two wrestlers at a time.

3. If a wrestler says, “STOP”, you have to stop.

4. Watch each others face!.Are they happy faces? If someone is not happy “STOP”.

5. No pushing, biting, hitting, punching or grabbing above the neck.

6. If someone goes off the mat, start over.

7. Everyone has to follow the rules.
